


Monday, September 8, 2025
Greenup, Village Board Meeting

The Greenup Village Board held their regularly scheduled meeting on Monday, September 8, 2025, at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Room of the Greenup Municipal Building. Mayor Tom Bauguss called the meeting to order with all standing to recite the “Pledge of Allegiance” to the United States Flag. Roll Call was taken by Clerk Jill Kimble, those members of the board answering Roll Call were Mayor Thomas Bauguss, Trustees Alene Blade, Josh Kingery, Paul Marti, Max McCullough, Sherry Parker and Tony Wright.

Public Comment – Sarah Ruholl (Growing With Greenup rep) informed the Village Board that the request to clean up the Covered Bridge for the Festival and Jeep Run fundraiser has been approved by the County. An insurance liability waiver was signed by the County State Attorney and clean up day will be October 4, 2025 from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.. Information regarding how to access Sales Tax information has been sent to the Clerk and Interim Treasurer, but it cannot be shared with the public. Sarah also mentioned  that she, Dustin and others from the Growing With Greenup Committee attended  a meeting of the Greenup Volunteer Group, it was an adversely awkward situation. The Ruholl’s offered to personally donate Paper Products to the group and their donation was denied by the group, they were also asked to leave the meeting. Sarah mentioned that the Village of Greenup contributed $4,000.00 to the group and that is public money, so their meeting was a public meeting for all to attend.

B. Mackenzie Healy (Farnsworth Group) was present to report on the N. Mill Water Line project. Per Mackenzie there was only one (1) bid received, it came in their estimation to be for the construction, currently they are waiting for construction permits from the IEPA, so approval of the bid estimate will be  placed on the October 6, board meeting agenda. Oiling of street was done, and they were able to oil and chat all over the north side.

Rebecca Arnold and Cindy Thompson was present to speak to the Village Board regarding turning a
1952 Tour Bus into an Air BnB on the vacant lot of 307  W. Cumberland St. The Bus will be equipped with a shower, toilet, internet, cable, ample parking, firepit and outside seating within a fence.
All utilities will be provided by the home at 305 W. Cumberland St. It would also be registered as an Air Bnb.
Mayor Bauguss questioned if it would be placed on a foundation and was told no. Chief of Police Wicke asked if was registered, licensed and he was told yes and insured.
The Village Board has no problem with their Air BnB venture.

Jay Watkins (Greenup Chamber of Commerce) was present to request closure of streets on Friday and Saturday of the Apple Festival. Jay also stated that the oiling of streets looked really nice.

A motion to hire/promote Isaih Winnett to the statues of full-time employee in the Greenup Utility Department was made by Trustee Blade, second by Trustee Marti.

The board informed Isaih that his benefits will begin October 1 and they will review his wages in 3 months.

After much discussion regarding the purchase or rental of a fuel tank for the Utility and Police Departments, it was agreed that more information was needed from F/S.

Gas Lead Lance Holsapple requested to purchase a Grapple Bucket for the Skid-steer, stating that it would help with making digging and object pick up  easier and would speed things up. When asked a price for this Grapple Bucket, Lance reported anywhere from $4,000.00 to $8,000.00 it just depends. It was agreed to table this request until Holsapple has more information on a price and hopefully they will have a Treasurer and Treasurer report to see where the Village currently stands financially.
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During reports, nothing was reported by the Clerk or Chief Wicke. Gas Lead Holsapple thanked Danny Duvall for the meal of Fish he fed them while they were working on a Water Leak across from his house. Holsapple also wanted to thank Bonie Starwalt for the donation of  snacks to the Utility Department.

Trustee Blade congratulated Isaiah on his appointment as a full-time worker for the utility department. Trustee McCullough informed the utility department of some streetlights being out along Ohio St. and N. Clark St. 

Mayor Bauguss thanked Brent and Peggy Kuhn for the mowing of the Post Office, the Depot and the Military Museum, learning that they were hired to mow the Post Office. Mayor Bauguss mentioned that there was a power outage that he was informed of, when he tried phoning Jason it was busy, so he contacted Lance who was able to contact Jason and Hunter. Mayor Bauguss also thanked Water Lead Jake Peters for coming out on a Saturday to help a resident with a water leak.
