Hornbeck also requested information regarding available funding to assist businesses within the area, IMEA Funding and assistance with utilities. The Letter of Disconnection was sent to Cumberland Towing, but no response has been received. All Liquor and Gaming Licenses have been renewed for 2026-2027. 

Assistant Superintendent, Jake Peters notified the board that the wells went down. Staff have had to work overtime, and two companies have been working to find what has caused the issues.

Police Chief Wicke thanked the board for the wage increases. All ordinance Violation Letters have been issued currently. The Village of Greenup Police Department is now accepting applications. 

Trustee Blade addressed the board regarding a recent webinar opportunity. Blade feels the Village should employ an Economic employee part or full time. Trustee Blade also address the board to express she believes it is time the Village needs to put in place a phase out of the funding the Village provides to the Greenup Area Fire Protection District. Trustee Marti has requested this be added to the June 2026 agenda. 

Trustee Marti addressed the board regarding the property for sale by the sewer lagoon along Mill Road from Route 40 to the Embarrass River. There will be a Special Board Meeting held May 8th, 2026 at 5:00 p.m. to further discuss. 

Trustee Wright reports that if the window at the Main Street property owned by Mr. Markwell is not repaired soon; the Village of Greenup staff will need to board the window up due to ongoing safety concerns.
