Mayor Tom Bauguss called the meeting to order with all standing to recite the “Pledge of Allegiance” to the United States Flag. Roll Call was taken by Deputy Clerk Michelle Fryman, those members of the board answering Roll Call were Mayor Bauguss, Trustees Alene Blade, Paul Marti, Max McCullough and Tony Wright. Sealed bids for the repair/replacement of the Municipal Building were opened and reviewed. Mayor Bauguss has directed the Park & Building Committee to meet for further review. 

Randy Paul with the Greenup Area Fire Protection District was present and addressed the board regarding helipad landing area within the Village. Mr. Paul reports helicopter pilots are fearful of landing in previous landing zones due to local tower not having proper lighting, making landing difficult. There have been attempts to reach the owner of tower with no resolution of replacing the lighting. The portion of Route 40 will continue to be shut down in order to provide landing area until further resolutions are found. Mr. Paul also mentioned the budget put in place by the Greenup Area Fire Protection District/EMS  for FY 2027. Mr. Paul reports that while the district would like to be able to finance themselves independently, they just cannot do that at this time. The district needs the funding received annually from the Village of Greenup.
